POST CARE INSTRUCTIONS

Monitoring of Incision and
Sutures
Please look at your pet’s incision daily for
signs of abnormalities. Your pet’s stitches
are under the skin and should absorb on
their own in 1-2 months. No suture
removal is needed unless otherwise

Food and Water

You may offer your pet water and
14 of a normal meal this evening. It
is common to have vomiting after
anesthesia. In that case, withhold
food until tomorrow morning. Water
is okay in small amounts.

Staying Indoors

Keep your pet indoors at all times
(except to go to the bathroom) for the
next 10-14 days to prevent infection
and allow for proper healing.

Pain & Pain Medications

Activity Restriction

Restrict all activity for the next
10-14 days. If other active pets are
in the home, you may have to
separate  them. No running,
jumping, climbing stairs; outside on
leash only; when unsupervised;
your pet should be kept in an
indoor crate or kennel for the next
10-14 days.

E-Collar
Use an e-collar at all times for the
full healing period of 10-14 days to

instructed.

[] Suture removal for your pet will
be needed in 10-14 days (ONLY
applies if box is checked)

Bathing Restriction
No bathing for the next 10-14 days.
Soaps and scrubbing can irritate or
open the surgery site.

Green Line Tattoo

Your pet was given a small, green
tattoo near the incision indicating your
pet has been spayed/neutered. You
may see some smudging of the green

Your pet received a pain medicine
injection today that lasts 12 hours for
dogs and 24 hours for cats. Just as in
humans, they may be sleepy,
sluggish or uncomfortable, especially
during the first 24 hours. Pets may
also whine, appear anxious, or be
unsettled the first night after surgery.

Please read the pain medication
label closely and give only as
directed.

= Small spots of blood on bedding
* Reduced appetite for 24-48 hours
* Moderate vomiting for 24 hours

= Closed incision

* Mild redness along incision
* May not defecate the first 2 days
* Mild, firm swelling just below and following

along the incision line

= Monresponsive or unable to move
* Continual bleeding or constant dripping
* Complete refusal to eat and drink

* Persistent vomiting past 24 hours
= Open incision, anything protruding from incision

» Discharge, uncomfortable redness of the skin
* Unable to urinate

= Large, soft swelling that is surrounding the incision

If you are concerned about your pet, please call our clinic Monday-Friday 8am to 4pm. There is no exam fee at Spay and
Neuter Kansas City to look at your pet within 10 days of the surgery.

If it appears to be life threatening, please call your nearest emergency vet clinic. We recommend VCA Mission Animal
